board at the school. This is a Christian school, so children also re-
ceive the blessing of being in a faith -based environment.  
  

This event will teach us more about the Congo, and about Mama Tola 
School. The goal is to deepen our understanding and thus deepen 

our partnership. Our Youth Group exchanges letters with the stu-
dents at Mama Tola School, and we will be writing letters to them 
(we will help you with what to say). In the strengthening of this rela-

tionship, we bless the students deeply with not only our financial 
support, but also the support we provide through interaction and 

prayer. They are very excited to be partnered with us.  
  
One of the most transformative things a community can receive is 

education. Few children have the opportunity to go beyond elemen-
tary school in Congo. Barriers include school fees and needing the 

children to work, usually hauling water. By sponsoring this school, 
we are helping to make a lasting difference in this region, and partic-
ipat ing in the Kingdom of God in powerful ways.  

  
This event is being intentionally offered this year instead of the Rise 

Against Hunger meal packing event that we have hosted for the past 
few years. If you have packaged meals in the past, we especially 
hope that you will be a part of this event, and help to strengthen this 

partnership.   We pray that this event will deepen our churchôs rela-
tionship with the Mama Tola School as well as bless them financially 

with the funds that were budgeted for our meal packaging event.  
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Trip to South Korea

From September 27 th -  October 6 th , Ray and I will be travelling with 
the Wesley Theological Seminary Board of Governors to South    

Korea.   

Rev. Dr. Chung Suk Kim is the senior pastor of the largest Method-
ist Church in the world,   Kwanglim   Methodist Church. He is also a 

member of the Board of Governors at Wesley Seminary in Washington D.C.    

Wesley Seminary is one of our 13 United Methodist Seminaries in the U.S. and Wesley has the 

strongest relationship with the Methodist Church in Korea.   Many of our alumni are Korean pas-
tors, and every graduating class has a number of Korean students. Members of the Board of 

Governors and spouses have been invited to visit South Korea to learn about and experience 
the church there, to strengthen relationships. We will also do some sightseeing. Our time will 
include meeting with two Bishops, as well as a group of pastors/alumni. The president and vice 

president of Wesley Seminary will be preaching and lecturing as well. We will fly into Incheon, 

and also visit Seoul.   

Sherri Harrell will be preaching on September 30 th . She is one of our lay speakers, who chairs  
the Church & Society committee, and member of the Chancel Choir. I will be present for wor-

ship on October 7 th , World Communion Sunday, when  Rev. Carlos Reyes will be preaching.   

 

On October 7, 2018, join with Christians around the world as we join together in receiving this 

sacrament.  To emphasize the unity of this act we will lift up the nationalities reflected in our 

congregation as well as the various ages, home states, languages, and religious backgrounds.

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FINANCE COMMITTEE NEWS

Hello Everyone! We had a great time meeting with everyone at 

the Ministry Fair on September 9 th !  We had a lot of great 

questions and suggestions. We always welcome any input. Al-

so, we are always looking for new members for the committee! A few people mentioned 

that they would like comparisons for attendance and pledges for 2018, compared to 

2017. The committee is always happy to oblige.   

In August 2017, we had 681 total worshippers. In August 2018, we had 653 total wor-

shippers. In August 2017, we brought in a total of $42, 616.17 in pledges ($6,000 came 

from the Money Market). In August 2018, we received a total of $51, 791.36 in pledges 

($11,794.75 came from the General Endowment Fund). We take money from our en-

dowment funds, when we are running low on cash in our checking account. If we did not 

do that, we would not be able to make payroll. This is NOT a new practice, so please do 

not be alarmed. Our funds that we have in the stock market are doing extremely well, 

and we have not borrowed against the principal this year!  We are running behind this 

year on pledging, so we have had to take money from our Endowment funds four times 

so far this year.  Again, please do not worry because we still have over $800,000 in our 

General Endowment fund. I hope this has been insightful/helpful for our parishioners.

Wesley Church has expanded our opportunities to serve in many ways over the past year, and 

we have recently kicked off another one for those who feel a calling to preach the Word. On  
selected Sundays, lay members will enter the pulpit to preach.  We have already had two lay 

preachers this year, with me giving the Fathersô Day message and Sheri Harrell will deliver the 
message on September 30th, when Pastor Amy is in South Korea. We will be graced with Gigi 

Windley on Laity Sunday,  me on Veteransô Day, and Connie Strickland the Sunday after Christ-
mas.  
 

Lay preachers are not a new idea; laity have often been called upon to interpret the Word. In 
the early Methodist Church, the minister would have many churches to serve on his circuit and 

might only see a congregation a few times a year. In between those visits, lay leadership was 
called upon to continue the Christian community ï including preaching in the absence of the 
pastor.  That tradition of revealing Godôs word has never stopped; many of you have seen all 

our speakers in roles where they were extoling or living out the Word of God. The formal role of 
preaching, however, has continued to this day, and over the years, we have had people speak 

to the congregation, so this program is a natural extension of the strong faith community we 
have here at Wesley.  
 

Giving a sermon for anyone, but especially for those who do not do it regularly, is both a scary 
and deeply meaningful experience. I did it earlier this year, and since it was the relaunching of 

the program, I put a lot of pressure on myself to do well.  However, as I worked and prayed 
over it, the sermon started to take shape. By the time I got up to preach on Sunday, I knew 
the Lordôs inspiration was in the words I wrote, and that gave me the confidence to overcome 

the butterflies in my stomach.  
 

If you have felt a nudge towards this ministry, I would ask you to consider participating in the 
Lay Servant program, which includes courses on our faith, prayer, polices, and practices of the 
Methodist faith to provide a good foundation on the process. There are also other courses and 

seminars, including on - line offerings, that provide instruction and tools to help prepare to give 
a sermon.
